FUNCTIONS:

The Standing Committee shall advise this board generally on the promotion of Archaeological
Pursuance in the country, consider all reports and items referred to it and express its views on the agenda
for the Board’s meeiing and perform such other functions as the Government or the Chairman of the
Committee may assign to it, It may set up Sub-Committees as and when necessary with power to co-opt.
It may meet not more than twice a year.
